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Abstract:

This research deals with the publication of an stela panel currently preserved in the
Egyptian Museum under No. 20124. It is a panel made of limestone. Its height is 270 cm, and
its width is 200 cm. Intaglio relief was used to represent its scenes and hieroglyphic texts. As
for the condition of the panel, it is in good condition. Preservation; It is a funerary painting of

a person calledm‘i—' sbk-htp and his Wifeg i R Rﬂ hr-m-s3.s, and it dates back to the
Twelfth Dynasty. The administration of the Egyptian Museum has agreed to publish it. The
researcher will examine the painting through an analytical study of the artistic features, the
texts written on it, and the view of the owner of the painting in order to try to date it
accurately.
